6. History.com "Hit the Road" stuck me as more appropriate for Middle School-aged student projects - creating photo albums and text. the audio consisted only of ambient sounds, no voice or songs in the demo.  The history quiz probably too difficult for most EFL students.

7. Real Guide Positive: It was so entertaining - everything from Lady Gaga to my favorite Miamian Nestor Torres' recent performances linked from YouTube! Never having spent time with any of this before, I can understand the attraction for many, if not most, of our students. Maybe worth some prep time creating listening activities based on some of this material, but it will be up to date and relevant. I was looking for a good database of movie trailers and was happy to find one on the Real Guide. I liked using movie trailers when I was a language teacher. I think they are a great way to get the students interested in the movie, which often encourages them to watch it (= practice their listening skills) after class. My students also liked designing DVD covers for the movie trailers they saw in class.
Negative- I checked out Real Guide and even registered but I didn't see any difference in what was available. Also there didn't seem to be anything that would be good for listening activities. I thought the trailers might be useful to see clips of movies but there is always a voice over so I couldn't see the benefit of it. I also thought that since the site contains information about current movies, it would probably change frequently, thus requiring teachers to create new lessons frequently--possibly a lot of work.
8. Real Feedroom: I found that Real Feedroom was not particularly of interest to me.  After having become a member, I couldn't launch the audio nor video.  I agree that there are some interesting topics and there are news updates and youtube, of course.

I find this idea refreshing and would like to create something similar with the videos that are not on this website. I think Windows Movie Maker which is available on all Windows computers would allow that if your video clip has the wmv extension. Most of my students normally preferred seeing questions before the video but the NBC's question format can force them to stretch their comfort zone.
